Prayer - The way of the cross leads to God - Helen Steiner Rice.

He carried the cross to Calvary,

Carried its burden for you and me,

There on the cross He was crucified

And, because He suffered and bled and died,

We know that whatever '•'•our cross" may be,

It leads to God and Eternity . . .

For who can hope for a "crown of stars"

Unless it is earned with suffering and scars,

For how could we face the living Lord

Those last days of Christ's physical presence here on earth with us, although short, were ones that lead us to the basic proof we have of the existence of His Father, the resurrection of Christ himself and proof of a life after death.

 THE TRIUMPHAL ENTRY INTO JERUSALEM

Reading:  S. John 12: 12b - 15, & 17-19

The next day the great crowd that had come for the Feast  heard that Jesus was on his way to Jerusalem. They took palm branches and went out to meet him, shouting, "Hosanna! " "Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!" "Blessed is the King of Israel!" Jesus found a young donkey and sat upon it, as it is written, "Do not be afraid, O Daughter of Zion; see, your king is coming, seated on a donkey's colt." Now the crowd that was with him when he called Lazarus from the tomb and raised him from the dead continued to spread the word. Many people, because they had heard that he had given this miraculous sign, went out to meet him. So the Pharisees said to one another, "See, this is getting us nowhere. Look how the whole world has gone after him!"

Reading: S. Matthew 21: 12-13

A whip is brought in and placed on the Altar at the start of this reading

Jesus entered the temple area and drove out all who were buying and selling there. He overturned the tables of the money changers and the benches of those selling doves. "It is written," he said to them, "'My house will be called a house of prayer,' but you are making it a 'den of robbers.' "

HIS ENEMIES TRY TO TRAP HIM WITH QUESTIONS.

Reading: S. Luke 20: 21-25

Coins are brought in  (and rattled as they are brought down) and placed on the Altar at the start of this reading.

So the spies questioned him: "Teacher, we know that you speak and teach what is right, and that you do not show partiality but teach the way of God in accordance with the truth. Is it right for us to pay taxes to Caesar or not?" He saw through their trickery and said to them, "Show me a denarius. Whose portrait and inscription are on it?" "Caesar's," they replied. He said to them, "Then give to Caesar what is Caesar's, and to God what is God's."

THE ANOINTING OF CHRIST'S HEAD IN  SIMON'S HOUSE.

Reading:  S. Matthew.26: 6-13

Jar of oil is brought in and placed on Altar at the start of this reading

While Jesus was in Bethany in the home of a man known as Simon the Leper, a woman came to him with an alabaster jar of very expensive perfume, which she poured on his head as he was reclining at the table. When the disciples saw this, they were indignant. "Why this waste?" they asked. "This perfume could have been sold at a high price and the money given to the poor.."Aware of this, Jesus said to them, "Why are you bothering this woman? She has done a beautiful thing to me. The poor you will always have with you, but you will not always have me. When she poured this perfume on my body, she did it to prepare me for burial. I tell you the truth, wherever this gospel is preached throughout the world, what she has done will also be told, in memory of her.

THE WASHING OF THE APOSTLES FEET READING: 

Reading: S. John 13: 4 -7., 12-17

Jesus got up from the meal, took off his outer clothing, and wrapped a towel around his waist. After that, he poured water into a basin and began to wash his disciples' feet, drying them with the towel that was wrapped around him. He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, "Lord, are you going to wash my feet?" Jesus replied, "You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will understand." When he had finished washing their feet, he put on his clothes and returned to his place. "Do you understand what I have done for you?" he asked them. "You call me 'Teacher' and 'Lord,' and rightly so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another's feet. I have set you an example that you should do as I have done for you. I tell you the truth, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. Now that you know these things, you will be blessed if you do them.

THE
HOLY  COMMUNION, GETHSEMANE, BETRAYAL, TRIAL

Reading: S. Matthew 26: 26-29

Bread and chalice are brought in and placed on the Altar at the start of this reading

While they were eating, Jesus took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take and eat; this is my body." Then he took the cup, gave thanks and offered it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. I tell you, I will not drink of this fruit of the vine from now on until that day when I drink it anew with you in my Father's kingdom."

THE CRUCIFIXION 

Reading:  S. Matthew 27: 15-17, 21-22.,26

Now it was the governor's custom at the Feast to release a prisoner chosen by the crowd. At that time they had a notorious prisoner, called Barabbas. So when the crowd had gathered, Pilate asked them, "Which one do you want me to release to you: Barabbas, or Jesus who is called Christ?"

"Which of the two do you want me to release to you?" asked the governor. "Barabbas," they answered. "What shall I do, then, with Jesus who is called Christ?" Pilate asked. They all answered, "Crucify him!" "Why? What crime has he committed?" asked Pilate. But they shouted all the louder, "Crucify him!" Then he released Barabbas to them. But he had Jesus flogged, and handed him over to be crucified.

HYMN: The Old Rugged Cross

Cross is brought in during this hymn – Cross is carried over the shoulder as Christ would have done.
On a hill far away stood an old rugged cross, 

The emblem of suffring and shame; 

And I love that old cross 

where the dearest and best 

For a world of lost sinners was slain.

Reading: S. Matthew 27: 34 (Reader remains at lectern and waits till wine bottle has been brought up before the next reading is read)
Wine bottle in straw brought in at start of this reading

Here they offered Jesus wine to drink, mixed with gall; but after tasting it, he refused to drink it.

JESUS IS CRUCIFIED 

Reading: S. John 19: 17 (Reader remains at lectern after the reading when “The Building” is read)
Carrying his own cross, he went out to the place of the Skull (which in Aramaic is called Golgotha)

Reading: From Prayers for Pagans 

The Building
We're building at last. Lord, that long dreamed house to live

in when we retire.

But you know Lord, you've watched as we've sweated and

toiled with the rocks and burned the undergrowth.

Last week I had to climb the hill.
I  had to carry the post for the power supply, and Lord it was heavy. The trip was labour at its worst.

Stumbling over a half-made path with the timber biting into my shoulder.

And the splinters bringing pain and discomfort.

Sweat stinging my eyes.

It was only a pole. Lord, not a cross.

My hill, the deeds say, not yours, at Calvary.

How was it for you. Lord?

I wanted to climb my hill;

You asked for your hill to be taken away.

How was your view Lord? From your hill? From the cross of the world.

Was it worth the climb? The sweat? and the pain?

And the jeering and the dying?

Could you see then what you can see now?

That your crucifixion is a continuing thing?

That the pain hasn't finished, because men have yet to realise

Just what you did?

That vision from your hill is an idea whose time has not yet come

Lord, help us ... For we are beyond helping ourselves,
THE HAMMER AND THE NAILS 

Reading: S. John 19: 18 (Reader returns to seat after the reading and the hammer & nails have been brought in)
Hammer and nails are brought in and placed on the Altar at the start of this reading.

Here they crucified him, and with him two others, one on each side and Jesus in the middle.

Nails are now handed out to the congregation for the following meditation.

THE NAILS

Look at the nail. Study it. What does it look like, smell like, feel like? Put your finger across the point. What does it feel like? Imagine what it would be like to have it driven into your hand.

Pause for 10 seconds, then nails are hammered into a block of wood (3 firm hits).

What was it like for Jesus to be crucified? Would you offer your life?

Meditation: Are you ready to love as Jesus loved?

THE INDICTMENT

Reading: S. John 19: 19 (Reader remains at lectern and waits till the indictment has been brought up before the next reading is read)
Indictment brought in and hung on the cross at the start of this reading

Pilate had a notice prepared and fastened to the cross. It read: JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS.

THE ROBE AND CROWN OF THORNS 

Reading: S. John 19: 2 (Reader reads the reading and remains at lectern while the reading “The Robe” is read.

Robe and crown of thorns brought in and placed on the cross at the start of this reading.

The soldiers twisted together a crown of thorns and put it on his head. They clothed him in a purple robe

Reading: "The Robe"

His own robe has been remembered for its high quality and design, woven without a seam.

He was made to exchange it for this.

This robe has seen better days after all it is second hand.

Jesus deserved better tribute than this, the tribute of nimble fingers, of styling, fashion and quality, ... the tribute of a woman.

But it was not tailor - made for Jesus, He is unique,

He cannot be pushed into a human mould or a human shape.

Yet King He was, and King He remains, and such as it is, this is tribute to Him, The King of Kings.

THE SPONGE

Reading: S. John 19: 29 (Reader remains at lectern and waits till the sponge has been brought up before the next reading is read)
The sponge is brought in and placed on the Altar at the start of this reading

A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a sponge in it, put the sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted it to Jesus' lips.

THE  SPEAR

Reading: S. John 19: 34 -37 (Reader returns to seat after the reading, but waits till the spear has passed)
The spear is brought in and placed next to the cross at the start of this reading.

Instead, one of the soldiers pierced Jesus' side with a spear, bringing a sudden flow of blood and water. The man who saw it has given testimony, and his testimony is true. He knows that he tells the truth, and he testifies so that you also may believe. These things happened so that the scripture would be fulfilled: "Not one of his bones will be broken," and, as another scripture says, "They will look on the one they have pierced."

Reading: S. Luke 23: 39 – 46, S - Mark 15: 39

One of the criminals who hung there hurled insults at him: "Aren't you the Christ? Save yourself and us!" But the other criminal rebuked him. "Don't you fear God," he said, "since you are under the same sentence? We are punished justly, for we are getting what our deeds deserve. But this man has done nothing wrong." Then he said, "Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom. " And when the centurion, who stood there in front of Jesus, heard his cry and saw how he died, he said, "Surely this man was the Son of God!"

HYMN: (TAHB 258)

When I survey the wondrous cross 

on which the Prince of glory died, 

my richest gain I count but loss,

 and pour contempt on all my pride.

Forbid it, Lord, that I should boast 

save in the death of Christ my God; 

all the vain things that charm me most, 

I sacrifice them to his blood.

See from his head, his hands, his feet, sorrow and love flow mingled down;

did e'er such love and sorrow meet, 

or thorns compose so rich a crown?

Were the whole realm of nature mine,

that were a present far too small:

love so amazing, so divine

demands my soul, my life, my all.

THE CONFESSION 

Paper and pencils that were handed out before the service are now used to write what you want to offer to God and be forgiven for.

MUSIC IS PLAYED AS WE WRITE OUR OFFERINGS

Priest: I now invite you to come forward and offer your concerns to God.
(The fire is lit)

Music is played as we come forward and place our offerings to God, so that the symbolism of their burning reminds us that God truly forgives us our sins when offered to Him. He then obliterates them from our lives through His absolution given by His Priests.

THE ABSOLUTION

The Priest pronounces the absolution 

Almighty God, who has promised forgiveness to all who turn to him in faith, pardon you and set you free from all your sins, strengthen you to do his will, and keep you in eternal life; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  AMEN

7. Wine Bottle wrapped in straw around outsides.

8. 6' Rough hewn wooden Cross. 
9. Small sledge hammer and 3 railway sleeper nails.

10. 12" x 18 11 sign with rope attached at back to hang over Cross with large letters I N R 1.

11.
About 6' length of purple

material.

12. Crown of thorns made of thorns or barbed wire.

13. Large sponge (foam rubber about 6" x 4" x 2" would do).

14. Spear (6'long).

15. Small round Bar-B-Q. base on legs.
